
 

EVALUATION REPORT L4SF (2023-2024-2025) 

During the three years of the project it was possible to accomplish the following: 

- A web page (https://www.dagri.unifi.it/vp-890-progetto-jean-monnet.html), within the 
University of Florence website, dedicated to the dissemination of the project. 

- A press release published in local newspapers and an initial press conference with the 
participation of stakeholders. 

- Three annual modules, each consisting of 50 hours of in-person lectures per year, 
involving students from various Departments and numerous professors from different 
Universities. 

- 12 workshops (for a minimum of 12 hours per year) with the participation of students, 
industry professionals, researchers and university professors, which sometimes also 
served as important opportunities for public engagement on highly topical issues. 

- Identification of 29 best practices and 39 “pills for sustainable agri-food systems”. 
- Creation of a “guidance for sustainability in the food chain” containing the results 

from the institutional discussion developed during the workshops. 
- Creation of a flyer containing the 39 “pills for sustainable agri-food systems”, 

available on the website. 
- Two study days (20–21 May 2025) with extensive participation from the scientific 

community, dedicated to the sustainability of the agri-food supply chain. 
- 4 scientific publications in the Rivista di Diritto Agrario (a top-tier national scientific 

journal), in issues no. 2 and 3 of 2024. 
- Publication of 1 volume titled N. Lucifero (ed.), La sostenibilità della politica della 

pesca dell’Unione Europea. Criticità, opportunità e prospettive evolutive, Wolters 
Kluwer, Milan, 2024 (ISBN 5000002690396), dedicated to sustainable fisheries. This 
volume is part of the well-known series “Diritto Agrario e Ambientale” and contains 9 
scientific contributions that disseminate the project’s content.  
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- The educational module and workshops highlighted the need for an in-depth scientific 
exploration of a theme central to the development of sustainable agri-food systems, 
namely certification systems. Consequently, at the conclusion of the project, the 
volume N. Lucifero (ed.), I sistemi di certificazioni pubblica e privata nel mercato 
agroalimentare. Regole, funzioni e criticità, Wolters Kluwer, Milan, 2025 (ISBN 
5000002737961), was published. It is also part of the well-known series “Diritto Agrario 
e Ambientale” and contains 12 scientific contributions through which the project’s 
findings are disseminated. 
 

 

- During the three years of the project, it was also possible to participate in numerous 
meetings with citizens, industry operators, key stakeholders, non-profit 
organizations, and institutional actors. In this way, relationships were strengthened, 
laying the foundation for the creation of a network of actors dedicated to developing a 
food policy for the city of Florence. 

- Over the course of the three years, interactions with different stakeholders were 
intensified. In particular, beyond the local actors, the activities carried out allowed for 
the strengthening of relationships with the Italian Food Law Association (AIDA) and the 
Scientific Community of Agricultural Law (CSDA), the two main scientific bodies at 
national level focused on the development and application of agricultural and food law.
